Description 
Finding patterns, trends, and anomalies in huge databases, and summarizing them with simple quantitative 

models, is one of the most important challenges in the current information age. To avoid data flooding, data has to 

be turned into information and preferably into knowledge. There is a huge amount of information locked up in 

databases. Such information is potentially important but has not yet been discovered or articulated. Information 
mining is the extraction of implicit, previously unknown, and potentially useful information from data. It is 

concerned with construction of computer programs that go through databases automatically, seeking regular 

patterns and generalizing them to make accurate predictions on future data. The goal of this session is to provide a 

forum where researchers can exchange their research results on state-of-the-art mining methods and get together 

for sharing with their experience obtained from the applications of various mining techniques.
